ENS (Encuesta Nacional de Salud) 2003 and 2009 dataset:

Surveys distributed to nationally representative Chilean sample
(> 15 years and older) to wave 1 (2003) and wave 2 (2009).

Objective: to examine changes in smoking outcomes from
2003 to 2009 (pre- and post- tobacco legislative and policy
reform).

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Strong Lobby, Weak Implementation

Chiletabacos’ response to the question: “How can you
be dedicated to the business of selling a product that
damages people’s health?”

- “We share the community’s desire to reduce the impact of
smoking on health, and we are committed to working with
governments and organizations to achieve this.”

- Noincrease in taxes, despite expert recommendations
- Weak enforcement of smoke-free spaces

- Only 1 public anti-tobacco campaign

- Only 1 anti-smoking label on cigarette boxes

- Most Night Clubs Smoking-Only
