PUBLIC STATEMENT
NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS SUPPORT THE NEW
TOBACCO CONTROL PROPOSALS APPROVED BY THE CHILEAN SENATE

The undersigned organizations express our support of proposals recently approved by the
Chilean Senate aimed at adapting national legislation to the World Health Organization's
Framework Convention on Tobacco Control Scientific evidence backs these proposals,
which include a ban on additives in tobacco products and the adoption of generic labeling
of cigarette packs.

According to national and international evidence, additives like menthol are associated with
the smoking initiation by youth, an increase in the addictive potential of cigarettes, and the
analgesic and desensitizing effects that disguise the smell and flavor of tobacco. In Chile,
66% of young smokers (under age 18) smoke menthol cigarettes, and 44% of these young
people began by smoking menthol cigarettes.

Generic packaging of tobacco products reduces the appeal of cigarette packages and
prevents the tobacco industry from employing the package as a form of advertising.
International evidence strongly supports the relationship between the size of the health
warning and its effectiveness in encouraging smokers to quit.

The high rate of tobacco consumption in Chile and its impact on health is alarming. Chile
has the highest smoking prevalence rates in the Americas among adults (40%) and youth
(35.1%).

Tobacco use is responsible for the deaths of 16,000 people each year and each year, nearly
100,000 people suffer from tobacco-related disease. The health and social harms of tobacco
use generate an enormous economic burden on the Chilean State. The direct costs of
tobacco consumption total nearly US$ 2 billion annually, equivalent to 0.8% of the
country's GDP and 11% of its annual expenditure in health.

The Chilean State has the duty to take all necessary measures to lower the country's high
smoking prevalance rates and protect the health of its population.

We reject the efforts of the tobacco industry to undermine the adoption of national tobacco
control policies and place its economic interests above the health of the population.

It is now up to the Chamber of Deputies to improve the health of our nation by ratifying the
Senate vote.
